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It’s My Angel 
Knitting Pattern
Body and Head
  •  Size 5 needles
  •  Cast on 26 stitches
  •  1st row knit
  •  2nd row purl

Continue until work measures 10 inches.

  •  Stitch up all sides and stuff with soft material of stuffing.
  •  Tie a piece of wool ¼ down around the neck to make the head.

Wings
  •  Cast on 60 stitches
  •  All rows knit

Continue until work measures 4 inches

  •  Fold over the piece
  •  Cut a piece of card ½ the size of the knitted wings and place in 
      the fold
  •  Stitch up all sides
  •  Attach by stitching the wings to the body just below the head

Legs
  •  Using a piece of wool, stitch up from the bottom centre of the 
      body to form the legs
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
