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The Angel of the North - Access Statement

Introduction
The Angel of the North is a major visitor attraction.  It is seen by over 150,000 visitors a year and more than 90,000 drivers on the A1 each day.  The following access statement has been prepared to inform visitors about the accessibility of the site and available facilities.
Orientation 

The Angel's familiar silhouette at the head of the Team Valley provides a landmark reference point that assists visitors with orientation. 
The panoramic hilltop site ensures that the Angel can be seen by more than 90,000 drivers a day on the A1 and by passengers on the East Coast main line from London to Edinburgh. 

Travelling to The Angel of  the North
By Car

From the North 

Heading south on the (Western Bypass) continue past Newcastle and Gateshead. Take slip road marked Wrekenton and Birtley and continue to main roundabout then take A167 exit signed Gateshead South. Travel approximately 400 metres and the Angel site is on your left. 
From Central Gateshead 

Head south on A167 (Durham Road) to Low Fell. Continue through Low Fell until you reach dual carriageway. Keep travelling south until you reach main roundabout leading to the A1. Drive round the roundabout and take exit back to Gateshead South. Travel approximately 400 metres and the Angel site is on your left. 
From the South 

From the A1M take exit for the A167 (Gateshead South) about a mile past the Washington Service Station and continue until main roundabout and take A167 turn off. Travel approximately 400 metres and the Angel site is on your left. 

Public Transport

Angel Bus (Go North East services 21 & 22) from Eldon Square Bus Station in Newcastle or Gateshead Interchange.
Bus stops

The bus stop for buses travelling from the north is approximately 300 metres to the south of the entrance into the Angel site.  Visitors need to cross a busy dual carriageway at an uncontrolled crossing from this bus stop so must exercise caution when using this crossing.  A bus shelter is provided.
The bus stops for buses travelling from the south are located approximately 350 metres to the south of the entrance of the Angel site and approximately 400 metres to the north.  Access to the site from the south is on a 1600 mm wide tarmac path without passing places.  Access to the site from the north is on a concrete paved / tarmac path, minimum width 2000 mm.  Visually impaired people should be aware of bollards located at the entrance to Cowan Gardens.  Bus shelters are provided.
Approach routes into the site
Access to the site and car park from the neighboring area is generally on fairly level tarmac paths.  Uncontrolled crossing points with buff coloured tactile paving provide level access into the site at the north and south ends of the car park.

Visually impaired people should be aware of brown coloured (Cor-ten steel) bollards on the pedestrian route to the Angel.
Parking 
There is space for 30 cars of which 4 are accessible bays.  The size of each bay is 6.3 metres x 3.7 metres.  There is level access from the accessible parking bays to the tarmac path leading to the Angel. 

There is an area to accommodate 2 coaches. 

Cycle parking stands are available to accommodate 7 cycles.
Approach routes to the Angel from the Car Park

The Angel sculpture is located approximately 150 metres from the accessible parking bays.  The first 80 metres (approximately) is on a level 2000 mm wide tarmac path.  This leads to a 70 metre (approximately) long, 1800 mm wide tarmac path with a maximum gradient of 1:20.  This path leads to the plinth at the base of the Angel which is 2200 mm wide.  

An 1800 mm wide tarmac path decreasing to 1200 mm leads visitors around the base of the mound.  The maximum gradient of this path is 1:20.
Rest points

3 benches with backrests and armrests have been provided within 20 metres of the accessible parking bays.  These enable visitors to view the Angel from a distance.

Signage and interpretation

Signage to direct visitors to the Angel and car park is located approximately 200 metres to the south of the entrance to the car park.

A lectern type interpretation board is provided on the approach route to the Angel.  The height to the underside of the sign is 800 mm.

Sanitary Facilities

Visitors should be aware that these are no sanitary facilities provided at the site.

Visitor Centre
Visitors should be aware that there is no visitor centre at the site.
