

















One year after its introduction, a
new community physiotherapy
service in Gateshead has helped
to considerably cut waiting times
and significantly increase the
number of patients receiving
prompt help with musculoskeletal
problems.

The service was introduced in
Gateshead last April to provide
faster and more convenient
access to advice and treatment for
common problems such as hip,
knee, spine, shoulder, wrist/hand,
elbow and foot/ankle conditions.

Previously, patients with hospital
appointments for physiotherapy
would experience waiting times of
several weeks.

The new service means that
patients do not have to be
referred by their GP. They can
contact a physiotherapist direct for

An innovative project is tackling
beliefs about sexual behaviour
and alcohol misuse is being
used in a Gateshead school.

Gateshead Primary Care Trust’s
(PCT) Sexual Health Service’s
‘reality check’ project focused on
dispelling the myths among
young people about sexual
behaviour and use of alcohol, at
Kingsmeadow Community
School, Dunston, by surveying
the school’s pupils aged 11 to 15.

The survey results helped to
create a poster campaign
promoting positive health
messages to dispel student
myths and alter their attitudes.

Sexual Health Service, said: “We
found that pupils tended to
grossly overestimate the extent

specialist advice and information
as soon as they have a problem
via a telephone number (available
in GP surgeries).

The new service has been put in
place by Gateshead PCT in

of problem behaviour within their
peer group, whilst
underestimating the positive life
choices and healthy attitudes
held by the majority.

“For example, our survey
showed that many 13 to 14-year
olds incorrectly assume that their
peers are sexually active when
this is not the case. And 14 to
15-year olds tend to mistakenly
overestimate the importance of
alcohol in the lives of others in
their age group.”

A year on and pupils have been
surveyed again to track whether
their perceptions have altered as
a result of the campaign and,
consequently, whether risk-taking
behaviours have been reduced.

Thanks to funding from the NHS
Workforce Development
Innovation Fund, Gateshead
PCT is running a two-year
project sharing the good practice

partnership with Gateshead
Health NHS Foundation Trust and
Connect Physical Health and is
now dealing with around 800
patient calls each month.
